Admission to The East Manchester Academy  from September 2012

THE PROPOSAL
Our priority admission area is defined in the following way:

To the north: Oldham Road

To the south: Hyde Road ( A57)  - the (A6) Downing St - London Rd – Ducie St - Dale St  -  A62  (Lever St)  – Oldham Rd.

To the west:   A6 to the junction with the A62                

To the east:   The Manchester / Tameside border

This area is shown on the attached map.
NB The middle of the road / centre line of the road will act as the demarcation.
CONSIDERATION OF APPLICATIONS 

The Academy will consider all applications for places.  Where fewer than 180 applications are received, the Academy will offer places to all those who have applied. 

Where the number of preferences for each school exceeds the number of places available, priority will be given in the following order  to:

1. Children in public care (looked after children).
2.  Siblings attending the Academy ( including the Sixth Form)
3. Children residing in the priority admission area and attending a named “linked” primary school.
4. Children residing in the priority admission area. 
5. Children residing outside the priority admission area and attending a “linked” primary school.

6. Children residing outside the priority admission area, priority being given to such children by the shortest distance from school.

When demand exceeds places in any one of the above criteria, the distance between the home address and the Academy, measured by a straight-line, from the front entrance of the home to the front entrance  of the Academy building on Grey Mare Lane, will be used to decide who is to be given a place; those living nearest being given the available places.

Pupils living nearest to the school (Distance) are measured using the Ordnance Survey address-point system which measures straight line distances from the Ordnance Survey address-point of the school to the Ordnance Survey address-point of the place of residence.
Pupils with a statement of special educational needs.
The East Manchester Academy will, subject to its right of appeal to the Secretary of State in relation to a named pupil, admit all pupils with a statement of special educational needs naming the Academy.
The admission of pupils with a statement of special educational needs is dealt with by a separate procedure. Such children will be admitted to the school named on the statement without reference to the oversubscription criteria above.
Siblings 

The terms “sisters” and “brothers” refer to children who live with the same family at the same address. Children living with the same family e.g. foster children, adopted siblings, and stepsisters and brothers are also included.

“Home address” refers to the child's permanent home at the date of admission. Where the child lives with parents /carer with shared responsibility, it is for the parents /carers to determine which address to use when applying for a secondary school.

Proximity to school is used as a tie-breaker, those living closest being given priority. On the rare occasion where the offer of places to applicants with equi-distant addresses would lead to oversubscription, the decision of who will be offered the place will be made by random selection. 
If siblings from multiple births (twins, triplets, etc) apply for a school and the Academy would reach its Published Admission Number of 180 (PAN) after admitting one or more, but before admitting all of those siblings, the Academy will offer a place to each of the siblings, even if doing so takes the Academy  above its PAN.
